Of the worlding dogs that have
been developed throughout the world,
sheep and cattle dogs are the most val-
uable to Australia,

To say they do a man's ays
work in hundreds of paddocks every day
of the year is not quite accurate,
because the work they do no man could

carry out.

Wiatch a Xelpie or Border Collie
speed along & flock and head-off stray-
ing sheep after scrambling through a
fence and perhaps wading a waterhole,
and their worth is evident.

To train the average sheep~dog
takes from eight to 12 months working
with a trained dog, A partly trained
dog of 18-months costs as much as £40.
At a recent auction of trial dogs at
Canberra, top dogs brought £260,

The Kelpie is a typically
Australian breed and is listed as such
by Kennel Authorities all over the world.
He i considered one of the best types
for handling sheep,

The Border Collie is more
widely used with sheep overseas where,
for generations, he has been bred for
thie purpose.
